7.2. Any intellectual property developed jointly in the course of this Agreement shall be owned jointly unless otherwise agreed in writing.

8. LIABILITY AND INDEMNITY
8.1. Neither party shall be liable for any indirect, incidental, consequential, or punitive damages arising out of or related to this Agreement.
8.2. Each party agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the other party against any loss, damage, or expense arising from breach of this Agreement, negligence, or willful misconduct.

9. FORCE MAJEURE
9.1. Neither party shall be liable for any failure or delay in performance caused by Force Majeure.
9.2. The affected party shall notify the other as soon as reasonably practicable and shall use reasonable efforts to mitigate the effects of the Force Majeure event.

10. TERMINATION
10.1. Either party may terminate this Agreement with immediate effect by written notice if the other party commits a material breach and fails to remedy it within 30 days of notice.
10.2. Either party may terminate this Agreement without cause by giving 90 days' written notice to the other party.
10.3. Termination shall not affect any rights or liabilities accrued prior to termination.

11. GOVERNING LAW AND JURISDICTION
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of England and Wales. The parties hereby submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales to resolve any disputes arising out of or in connection with this Agreement.

12. ENTIRE AGREEMENT
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to its subject matter and supersedes all prior agreements, understandings, and negotiations, whether oral or written.

13. NOTICES
All notices under this Agreement shall be in writing and delivered personally or sent by registered post or email to the addresses provided herein or as otherwise notified in writing.

14. SEVERABILITY
If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall remain in full force and effect.

15. COUNTERPARTS
This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original but all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.
