Utilities and Other Charges:

Termination of Tenancy:
Either party may terminate the tenancy by giving at least one full rental period's written notice after the expiry of the fixed term.
The Landlord may seek possession during the fixed term only on grounds permitted by law and through proper legal procedures.

Inventory and Condition Report:
A detailed inventory of the property's contents and condition shall be prepared and signed by both parties at the start of the tenancy.
This inventory shall form part of this agreement and shall be used to assess any damages or losses on termination.

Governing Law and Jurisdiction:
This agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of England and Wales.
Any disputes arising out of or in connection with this agreement shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales.
