Ending the Tenancy:
Either party may end the tenancy by giving the other party written notice in accordance with statutory requirements. On termination, the Tenant shall vacate the property leaving it in a clean and tenantable condition.

Landlord's Obligations:
The Landlord warrants that the property is fit for human habitation and complies with all statutory health and safety regulations, including gas and electrical safety, smoke and carbon monoxide alarms.

Tenant's Obligations:
The Tenant agrees to pay rent promptly, not cause nuisance or annoyance to neighbors, comply with all obligations under the tenancy, and not damage the property.

Inventory:
An inventory and schedule of condition of the property and its contents will be prepared and signed by both parties at the start of the tenancy. This inventory will form part of this agreement.
