6. Responsibilities of the Client

7. Confidentiality
Each party agrees to keep confidential and not disclose any confidential information received from the other party except as required by law or with prior written consent.
This clause shall survive termination of this Agreement.

8. Intellectual Property
Unless otherwise agreed in writing, all intellectual property rights created or developed by the Service Provider in connection with the services shall remain the property of the Service Provider.
The Client is granted a non-exclusive, non-transferable licence to use deliverables solely for the Client’s internal business purposes.

9. Liability and Indemnity
The Service Provider’s total liability to the Client, whether in contract, tort (including negligence), or otherwise, shall be limited to the total amount of fees paid under this Agreement.
Neither party shall be liable for any indirect, incidental, consequential, or special damages.
The Client agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Service Provider against any claims arising from the Client’s misuse of the services or breach of this Agreement.

10. Data Protection
Both parties shall comply with applicable data protection legislation, including the UK GDPR and Data Protection Act 2018.
Personal data shall only be processed for purposes consistent with this Agreement.

11. Force Majeure
Neither party shall be liable for any failure or delay in performance due to causes beyond their reasonable control, including but not limited to acts of God, government restrictions, strikes, or other unforeseen events.

12. Entire Agreement
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior agreements or understandings, whether written or oral, relating to its subject matter.

13. Amendments
Any amendments or modifications to this Agreement must be made in writing and signed by both parties.

14. Governing Law and Jurisdiction
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of England and Wales.
The parties submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales for any disputes arising out of or in connection with this Agreement.
