The Tenant shall not use the property for illegal or commercial purposes without the prior written consent of the Landlord.

Repairs and Maintenance:
The Landlord shall keep the structure and exterior of the property in repair and ensure compliance with the Housing Health and Safety Rating System (HHSRS).
The Tenant shall keep the interior of the property in a clean and tenantable condition and notify the Landlord promptly of any damage or need for repairs.
The Tenant shall not carry out any alterations or improvements without the Landlord’s written consent.

Utilities and Outgoings:
The Tenant shall be responsible for payment of all utilities, including but not limited to electricity, gas, water, telephone, internet, and council tax unless otherwise agreed.

Access to Property:
The Landlord shall give the Tenant at least 24 hours' written notice before entering the property for inspection, repairs, or other reasonable purposes, except in emergencies where immediate access is necessary.

Termination:
Either party may terminate the tenancy in accordance with the provisions of the Housing Act 1988 (as amended), giving the required notice period.
The Tenant must leave the property in a clean and tenantable condition and return all keys to the Landlord upon termination.

Tenant’s Covenants:
The Tenant agrees to:
• Pay the rent and all other charges punctually.
• Not cause or permit any nuisance or annoyance to neighbours or others.
• Comply with all obligations arising under the tenancy and relevant laws.
• Not assign, sublet, or part with possession of the property without the Landlord’s prior written consent.

Landlord’s Covenants:
The Landlord agrees to:
• Provide the Tenant with quiet enjoyment of the property.
• Keep the property in a reasonable state of repair.
• Comply with all statutory obligations relating to the property and tenancy.

Inventory and Condition:
An inventory of fixtures, fittings, and furnishings will be prepared and agreed by both parties at the start of the tenancy.
The Tenant shall be responsible for any loss or damage beyond fair wear and tear.

Governing Law and Jurisdiction:
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of England and Wales.
The parties submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales for the resolution of any disputes.

Entire Agreement:
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties relating to the tenancy and supersedes all prior agreements, understandings, or representations.

Notices:
Any notices required under this Agreement shall be in writing and delivered by hand or sent by recorded delivery to the addresses stated above or any other address notified in writing.
